INCLUDED EXCURSIONS

This itinerary embraces the unexpected nature and excitement of expedition travel. When traveling in

extremely remote regions, your expedition team must consider the sea, ice and weather to navigate the route
and guide you along the journey. The team will use their knowledge and experience to seek wildlife in known
habitats; however, specific excursions or wildlife sightings cannot be guaranteed.

Helicopter flights take you to places
where the ship and Zodiacs cannot reach.

Your expedition leader and captain monitor conditions
throughout the journey to determine the safest time
and location for the Polar Plunge, which is offered once
per voyage.

The plunge may take place onshore, from a Zodiac or

directly from the ship’s gangway. The onboard
physician is always present, and guides in survival gear
stand by in Zodiacs as Guests take turns jumping — or
cannonballing — into the icy waters.

ZODIAC CRUISING

Zodiacs — large, heavy-duty inflatable vessels — are
used to transfer Guests ashore (and luggage when
necessary) and provide ocean-level cruising among
icebergs, whales and seabirds. Your expedition will take
you to remote landing sites accessible only by Zodiac.

Zodiacs are purpose-built for polar expeditions:

 Multiple air compartments maintain buoyancy even if
damaged

 Flat-bottom design allows direct landing on cobble
or ice-strewn beaches

Once on the ground, relax and absorb the vast beauty of glacial
amphitheaters, dramatic summits and pristine wilderness. You’ll
have free time to take in the beauty of your polar surroundings,
and your helicopter will pick you up in the same location to return
you to the ship.
